Tickets are $80 per
person (10 percent member discount). Combine one Grown-Up Day Camp with Night
at the Museum-Grown-Ups Only for $115 per person. These events are 19+.

There are still some open
spots in Story Camp (ages 7-11), a full day camp with fun field trips, engaging guest
speakers and behind-the-scenes access to the museum. Sign up your camper for
August 14-18 or August 21-25. The cost is $280 per camper (10 per cent discount for
members).

Take part on
Thursdays and Saturdays at 2:00 pm throughout August. Included with museum
admission or membership.

Enjoy live Music at the Museum in our feature exhibition Family: Bonds & Belonging
from 2:00 pm to 3:30 pm on Saturdays throughout August. Hear Canadian music, from
classics to new jams, from every province and territory of this beautiful country.
