Remembrance Day Commemorations continue in
Clifford Carl Hall including a performance by the Victoria Children’s Choir from
12:30 pm to 1:00 pm and a live-streamed lecture by Associate Registrar Paul
Ferguson called “Belgium Remembered in British Columbia” from 1:15 pm to
2:15 pm. Events are included with museum admission or membership.
